Public Skating Guidelines 
and Admission Fees

PUBLIC SKATING GUIDELINES
	y Children under seven (7) years old must be accompanied 

by an adult in the facility at all times.
	y A CSA approved hockey helmet is recommended to be 

worn by the City of Richmond to prevent injuries during 
public skating sessions. Helmets are available for use at no 
charge during a session.

	y Skating must be done in control.
	y Children are not permitted to be carried when skating.
	y Food, beverages or gum is not permitted on the ice.

	y All instructions from staff must be followed.
	y Gloves, mitts and long pants are recommended to be 

worn to prevent cuts and to provide warmth.
	y Consideration of beginners is expected.
	y Figure skating spins and jumps are not permitted during 

public skating sessions.
	y Formal private skating lessons not permitted during 

public skating sessions.
