For this Contract the term “Working Days” shall be synonymous with “Day” as defined in
GC1.24.

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3. Form of Tender Appendix 2 Preliminary Construction Schedule

Bidders are required to indicate the expected date of delivery on-site for the City supplied
streetlight and traffic signal poles, streetlight luminaires and trees (deciduous). Bidders
are advised that delivery of the respective materials (poles and luminaires), with the
exception of the deciduous trees, are anticipated in one shipment. The schedule must not
reflect a phased delivery of these materials.

4. Hours of Work
SSP 4.11, page D-15 replace the first paragraph as follows:

“The Contractor shall schedule the performance of the Work, subject to subsection (A)
below between the hours of 0700 and 2000 hours, Monday through Friday. No work will
be permitted on Saturdays and Sundays or at times outside the hours noted above except
by special permission of the Contract Administrator.”

5. Traffic Regulation
SSP 4.12, page D-16 amend the 2™ bullet by adding the following:

“The Contractor shall submit a Traffic Management Plan (TMP) no later than two weeks
after receiving the Notice of Award. The TMP shall reflect the Contractor’s proposed
construction staging for the Works along No. 3 Road and shall also take into consideration
any concerns Coast Mountain Bus Company may have in respect to bus operations along
No. 3 Road.”

SSP 4.12, page D-16 delete the 3" and 4™ bullets and replace as follows:

e Unless otherwise permitted by the City of Richmond, the Contractor shall provide
three (3) lanes for through traffic with a minimum of one lane in each direction during
construction along No. 3 Road from Cambie St. to Sea Island Way. For the additional
northbound lane on No. 3 Road between Sea Island Way and Bridgeport Road, the
Contractor shall provide minimum of 2-lanes northbound; 1 lane dedicated for left-
turn movement and the other lane combined for through and right turn movement.

e Unless otherwise permitted by the City of Richmond, any work within 20 meters of
and including the intersections shall be done at night, 8:00 pm to 6:00 am. The
Contractor shall be responsible for arranging noise exempt permit from the City.

For the additional northbound lane work between Sea Island Way and Bridgeport
Road, night time restrictions shall not apply unless otherwise implemented by the
Contractor or requested by the Contract Administrator.

SSP 4.12, page D-16 delete and replace the 8" bullet as follows:
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e Coast Mountain Bus Company must be advised at least 72 hours in advance of any
works that will occur in Bus Stops or Bus Zones (Adam Wisnowski 604 953-3052).

6. Construction Sequence
Add the following new SSP 14:

Construction Sequence SSP 14 The Contractor shall provide for the Contract
Administrator’s review, a brief outline of their
proposed construction staging of the Works (RUC, roll
over, centre median curbs, etc.) in relation to the
proposed Traffic Management Plan.

7. Drawing No. L-5.04 (Attached 8% x 11)

Drawing LSK 16 provides additional text to clarify material of bike symbol and blue
background. This Drawing LSK 16 is to replace Detail No. “8 Bicycle Lane Markings — Plan
Detail” provided on Drawing No. L-504.

8. Drawing No. 016899-1251-41DD-R1-4074 (Attached 8% x 11)

Add the following new SSP 15:

Additional NB- SSP 15  The City of Richmond has agreed to undertake some
Lane from Sea additional works on behalf of the Canada Line Rapid
Island Way to Transit Inc. aka CLCO on the northbound lanes of
Bridgeport Rd. No. 3 Road between Bridgeport Road and Sea Island
(Optional Work) Way as shown on McElhanney’s Drawing 016899-

1251-41DD-R-4074. This additional works requires
the construction of an additional northbound lane and
involves but not limited to the following civil works:

e Removal of existing sidewalk curb and gutter;

e Lane widening that matches existing crossfall;

e Construction of small traffic island with
concrete curb;

e Placement of new sidewalk concrete curb and
gutter;
Relocation of catch basin;

¢ Relocation of electrical works (streetlights,
communication box, traffic signal
modification) by Others

e Removal of existing pavement markings and
placement of new pavement markings

This additional works also requires some electrical
relocation works s which are to be undertaken on
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behalf of CLCO by Cobra Electric South Coast. The
Contractor shall be responsible for coordinating all
the works including the electrical works to be
undertaken by Cobra Electric (Wayne Keiser or Steve
Barry at 604 582-1633). The Contractor shall
schedule the civil works to allow Cobra Electric
sufficient time to relocate and/or install the new
electrical works.

Upon the City of Richmond receiving written
acceptance from CLCO to the bid price received for
constructing the additional northbound lane and its
associated works between Sea Island Way and
Bridgeport Road, the Contract Administrator will
instruct the Contractor to proceed with these
additional works.

Unless otherwise noted in these specifications, this
work shall be constructed to the specifications
contained in the Contract. Measurement of and
payment for work will be in accordance with the
clauses provided in Section D of the Contract
Documents unless otherwise modified with these
specification. Where these works are similar to that
required for No. 3 Road from Cambie Road to Sea
Island Way, the same pay item numbers have been
used except it has been distinguished by the suffix

(aa).

Where similar works exists for No. 3 Road
Restoration from Cambie Road to Sea Island Way
but have been erroneously omitted for this additional
works, the Contractor Administrator may instruct the
Contractor to undertake these missing works at the
applicable tendered unit prices.

“Payment for Items A-4 and A-4(aa) will be made at each progress payment based on a
percentage of the total work completed as covered under Pay Items.”

Amend the following to Section C — Concrete Items:

“The unit prices tendered under Items C-2, C-3, C-4 and C-6 shall exclude any excavation
required as this work will be paid under Item B-5.”
