 Articulate boundaries governing appropriate behaviour and use of the centre  
 In collaboration with Supported Child Care Development consultant from Aspire Richmond, other agencies and 

the family: contribute to the development, implementation and evaluation of Individual Service Plans or Care 
Plans for youth requiring extra support 

 Demonstrate a working knowledge of popular youth culture 
 
Safety/Risk Management 

 Follow risk management protocols; update risk management and emergency protocols as required; complete 
incident and accident reports in a timely manner. 

 
Administrative 

 Provide regular updates/reports for staff, youth workers and committees 
 Keep current with trends/issues related to youth 
 Responsible to document and report child abuse to supervisors and the Ministry 
 Responsible to fill out accident report forms 
 Other related duties as assigned and may vary according to each facility.
